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In terms of Clause 4.1{d) of CHSS Rule, 1998 read with Department’s OM No.
7/14/2016/IR&W/17165 daied 28.12.2016, CHSS facility has been extended to parents of the prime
beneficiary who are wholly dependent on the prime beneficiary and normally residing with the prime
beneficiary and further provided the monthly income of both the parents from all sources does not exceed
Rs,9000/- plus the.amount of Dearness Relief (DR) as on the date of consideration (DR will be the amount
drawn by a pensioner on the date of consideration and not the amount of DR due on the: date of
congideration}.
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A reference has been received from the Departmental Council and also from the Units of the
Department seeking clarification regarding income ceiling consequent to revision in income of dependent
parents due to additional pension granted on attaining the age of 80 years and above and thereby crossing
the limit of Rs.9000/-+DR.
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The matter was referred to the CHSS Review Committee and after deliberations the Comumittee
has recommended to maintain status-quo in the matter.
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This issues with the approval of Competent Authority.
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
