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Guidelines for the CHSS beneficiaries of RRCAT opting for In-Vitro Fertilization treatment
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The CHSS Beneficiary opting for In-Vitro Fertilization (IVF) treatment should first
consult a Gynaecologist/ Obstetrician of an empaneled hospital of RRCAT by taking
referral from a doctor of RRCAT Medical centre (RMC) or a RRCAT Authorised Medical
Attendant (AMA) .
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A documentary proof /evidence of failure of the conservative medical treatment(s) for
conceiving should be obtained from the examining/ treating Gynaecologist/ Obstetrician
of the empaneled hospital with the Doctor’s seal and signature on a hospital letter-head.
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The form given in ANNEXURE-I is to be filled in and submitted to APO (RMC) for
seeking permission/ approval from Department of Atomic Energy (DAE) for availing IVF
Treatment.
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“Undertakings” given in ANNEXURE-II and ANNEXURE-III should also be filled in
stating that there is no living children of the couple as on date and no reimbursement was
claimed earlier from Govt. of India for an IVF treatment.
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The hard copy of the duly signed and filled-in form in ANNEXURE-I along with all the
required documents mentioned therein as enclosures will have to be submitted to Asstt.
Personnel Officer, RMC (Room No. 6, 1st Floor, Laser R & D Block-Al).
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After obtaining permission/ approval from DAE, the CHSS Beneficiary can directly go
to an IVF Clinic for availing the treatment. The CHSS Beneficiary does not need to take
any referral from a Doctor at RRCAT Medical Centre (RMC) or a RRCAT Authorized
Medical Attendant (AMA).

The IVF Clinic should be a part of a Government Hospital. In case, it is a private
clinic or part of a private Medical Institution then it should necessarily be registered with
State/Central Government. It is up to the beneficiary to ensure, before deciding on an
IVF Clinic, that the IVF Clinic has all the necessary facilities including equipment and
trained manpower for carrying out the procedure.
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An amount not exceeding T 65,000.00 (X Sixty Five Thousand only) per cycle or the
actual cost, whichever is lower, will be allowed for reimbursement. This amount will be
inclusive of the cost of drugs, professional charges, disposables and monitoring cost
(blood test, scanning charges etc) during IVF procedures.
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Reimbursement of expenditure incurred on IVF procedure will be allowed for up to a
maximum of three (3) fresh cycles.
