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Informatlon to the CHSS beneficiaries of RRCAT regarding
empanelled hospitals

In two consecutive meetings of the Apex Governing Body for CHSS held
recently (on April 24 and June 3, 2024, respectively), the Chairman, AEC and
Secretary DAE apprised all the Unit Heads of DAE of the strong objections raised by
the Department of Expenditure, Govt. of India of the huge expenditure incurred
yearly on the CHSS beneficiaries of DAE. He also cautioned that continuing with
existing expenditures may lead to closure of CHSS facility to the employees of DAE
thereby Ieavmg no option but to:switch to CGHS facility or medical insurance.

He urged aII the u heads of DAE to drastically curtail the expenditure on the
CHSS beneficiaries of theirrespective units. In order for compliance, he instructed all
the DAE units' to'adhere to the CGHS rates while signing MoUs to empanel hospitals
/ diagnostic-clinics / ophthalmology centers / Dental clinics with the respective unit.

Following the instructions, BARC has already stopped giving the CHSS
beneficiaries referrals for medical treatment / diagnostics to hospitals with non-
CGHS rates. In addition, they are in the middle of S|gn|ng MoUs with over 100
hospitals strictly at CGHS rates.

Since, many of the hospitals empaneled with RRCAT had been offering rates
way higher than the CGHS rates, it was decided, in order to abide by the decisions
taken by the Apex Governing Body for CHSS, to continue the MoUs with only those
empaneled hospitals / diagnostic-clinics / ophthalmology centers / Dental clinics
which are presently providing treatment at CGHS rates, and withhold the treatment
facilities for the RRCAT CHSS beneficiaries at hospitals / diagnostic-clinics /
ophthalmology centers / Dental clinics which were empaneled earlier at non-CGHS
rates.

The list of hospitals / diagnostic-clinics / ophthalmology centers / Dental clinics
that are currently empaneled (as on date) with RRCAT at CGHS rates is as follows:

In order to augment the facilities available to the CHSS beneficiaries,
discussions are going on with several additional hospitals / diagnostic-clinics /
ophthalmology centers / Dental clinics agreeing to offer treatment at the CGHS rates
to explore the possibility of empaneiment with RRCAT.




Further, the inconvenience regarding the availability of medicines at the RMC
dispensary has already been taken up for quick redressal. .
