Objective

The objective of the celebration of the‘Swachhta Pakhwada’ fortnight, as a part of the *‘Swachh Bharat

during the Pakhwada.

Background

Raja Ramanna Centre for Advanced Technology is a constituent unit of the Department of Atomic

Energy, Government of India,(www.rrcat.gov.in). The campus comprises technical area consisting of

laboratories, workshops, and offices, as well as residential colony with housing for staff with amenities
like school, sports facilities, shopping complex, gardens etc. The campus is spread over a 700 hectare
site on the outskirts of Indore city, out of which 177 hectare area is demarcated for residential purpose.
